· BULLYING PREVENTION LESSON

· Every day approximately 160,000 students stay home from school because they are afraid of being bullied; 
· 75% of adolescents report having been bullied at some time during their school years; 
· Research has found that schools will be most successful with academic achievement when they integrate strategies to promote students' social, emotional, and academic learning.
